MEMBERS’ CORNER

Condolences - Christian Seguin (October 20,
1936-May 17,2026)

FEGENTRI is deeply saddened to learn of the passing of Chris-
tian Seguin, one of the emblematic figures of the FEGENTRI
gentlemen-riders’ alumni.

Christian Seguin made history as the first French rider to
become FEGENTRI World Champion in 1958. A remarka-
bly talented and courageous rider, he was respected through-
out Europe for his discipline, determination and elegance over

jumps.

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Among his many achievements, he notably won the Prix de
France five times at Auteuil, a record that remained unbeaten.
At only 27 years old, the press already described him as a “crack
gentleman,” with nearly 190 victories to his name, including 88
over jumps. Throughout his career, he competed successfully in
France, Italy, Belgium, Germany and Switzerland, earning vic-
tories in prestigious international races such as the Grand Stee-
ple-Chase of Baden-Baden and the Merano Cup.

Born into the racing world through his father, who worked for
the Société des Steeple-Chases de France, Christian discovered
horses at a very young age aboard a pony named “Zouzou.” His
passion for racing never left him. Despite the many serious
injuries he endured during his career, his love for competition
and jump racing always prevailed.

Beyond his achievements on the racecourse, those who knew
him will remember a loyal, joyful and deeply kind man, known
for his modesty, humour and unwavering devotion to his fami-
ly and friends.

The entire FEGENTRI family extends its sincere condolences to
his wife, children, grandchildren, relatives and friends during
this difficult time.

9 MAY 2026 - HALLE, GERMANY - LADY RIDERS
